And, because everyone is a reader now, 
she truly has a difficult time keeping the library shelves re-stocked when books 
are turned back in!  (Parent volunteers are always welcomed!) 

 
 Parents can check your child’s progress with this free voluntary reading at CHC.  

Also, our website keeps a real-time count of the number of books read, and the 
millions of words we are reading!  Check it out (no library pun intended!!) 

 
• Did you see how generous your children truly are?  For one week, Counselors 

Michele Rector, Rachel Robinson and Sherri Barrow held a food drive named  
“GIANTSgiving”.  Everything collected was taken to Ben Davis to join the high 
school’s food drive for the community.

English/Language Arts 
All Jaguar students are enjoying the book The Outsiders while identifying the impact the 
setting has on the events.  Students are also identifying how characters change over a pe-
riod of time and responding to open-ended questions about the book.  Every two weeks, 
students receive a new word roots and stems list to memorize.  All students should be 
reading independently each night and taking Accelerated Reader quizzes over their books.  
You can help your child by quizzing him/her over the stems and having him/her tell you 
about the book that he/she is reading.  We continue to study grammar and will begin 
working on a research project soon. 
 
Social Studies 
The Jaguar Social Studies classes would like to welcome Mr. Galyan. Mr. Galyan is joining 
the team as a student teacher in Mr. Naftzger's classes. We recently began our 3rd unit 
which focuses on South Asia. Jaguars will be learning about the geography, history, and 
culture of nations like India, Pakistan, Nepal and Bangladesh. Be sure to look for vocabu-
lary and map study guides and encourage your child to take some time to study every 
night. 
 
Science 
In Jaguar Science, we are taking on the Scientific Method with full force!  Students are de-
veloping creative and scientific questions, forming hypotheses about the questions, testing 
their hypotheses, analyzing the data from these tests, and drawing conclusions.  With the 
help of the 3-Hole bottle experiment and the Helicopter experiment, students have had the 
chance to develop their critical thinking skills and test their knowledge about the different 
steps of the Scientific Method.  All work is in preparation for the Science Fair next semes-
ter!  Good Luck Students! 
 
Math 
Jaguars have been working hard at learning how to add, subtract, multiply, and divide 
fractions.  We know our students struggle with fractions, and we are pleased with the pro-
gress the team is making.  Application to real life is always important.  The Jaguars have 
completed several activities applying fractions to real life situations.  After we wrap up the 
unit on fractions we will dive into integers!  In Pre-Algebra the team has been introduced 
to writing and solving equations.  We will then have a brief review of fractions before we 
begin the next unit: Ratio, Proportion, and Probability.  We want to thank our Jaguar stu-
dents for an awesome start to the year.

ATTENDANCE: Attendance impacts academics!  Be present and on time to succeed��

 As colder and snowy weather will be coming soon, we ask that students dress warmly 
while waiting for the bus with coats, hats, and gloves.  We want our students to stay safe 
and healthy this winter!   
 
New data shows that attendance is even MORE important than we first believed!  The 
ill effects of poor attendance begin in kindergarten.  Students who are absent 10 days in 
kindergarten do not learn as well or as much in 1st grade as their peers who have good at-
tendance.  By 6th grade, chronic absence is the best predictor of who will drop out of 
school prior to graduating.  In one study, 56% of the students who were absent 10% or 
more days in grade 6 (which is about 18 days in a school year) dropped out of school prior 
to graduating!  We do not want any of our Chapel Hill students to become a part of this 
statistic.  The counselors are meeting with students who are excessively absent to do at-
tendance checks and contracts.  Please help us to ensure your child’s success in school by 
making certain they attend school  EVERY day.  Thank you! 
 
Chapel Hill participated in College Go Week in late September.  This is a state initiative 
geared at helping students and parents begin talking about the future and making plans 
for life after high school.  It will be here before you know it!  Please check out 
www.learnmoreindiana.org or www.triptocollege.org for some great resources and infor-
mation.  The counselors will be going into classrooms in January to do an online interest 
inventory and career search with students.   Talk with your child about their plans and 
dreams for life after high school.  The choices students make NOW affect their opportuni-
ties later.  Please encourage them to always do their very best.
